Your assignment is to join Enactus and actively participate in such a way as to improve the environmental 

quality of the campus or community.  Your level of involvement should include one of the following: 

 

1. Service as an officer of the club for at least one semester. 
 

2. Attendance in at least two club meetings per semester. 
 

3. Participation in 4 hours of service in a club-sponsored stewardship project. 

(e.g., recycling on your wing, litter cleanup on campus) 
 

4. Participation in 4 hours of environmental education of your peers. 

 

At the culmination of your service, you must write a reflection essay to demonstrate your level of 

involvement in the activity or project.  Describe in your essay the following aspects of your citizenship 

experience: 
 

1. Describe the situation where you volunteered for service. (Who was involved in the task, 

what type of project in and specifically what did you do, when and where did you do it?) 
 

2. Describe how your activity improved the physical environment. 
 

3. Describe the response of others with whom you had contact during your activity and how you 

were able to communicate the importance of environmental stewardship to them. 

 

The reflection essay should be at least two pages long, typed, and double spaced.  It needs to address 

clearly and thoroughly the guide questions provided above.  It should include at least four paragraphs, 

answering every question in some way.  Of course, some questions will require longer, more detailed 

answers than others.  You are expected to write well, following correct sentence structure, grammar 

usage, and spelling.  Proofread your work carefully before you submit it. 
 

Submission Steps 
 

1. Click on “Socially Adept.” 

2. Click on “Responsible Citizenship.” 

3. Click on “Community Service Reflection Paper (On-Campus Involvement) (Enactus).” 

4. Click the “Add Content” button at the top of the page.  Scroll down the page and click on the “+” 

symbol by the word “Artifact.”  Browse and upload your assignment. 
 

5. Click the “Save” button. 

6. Click the “Submit Page” button.  Enter the name of your assessor, “Greene, Steve.”  After
